2. Objective 6.02 is regarded as an “essential objective” to understanding Competency Goal 6: “The learner will analyze the causes and effects of the United States emergence as a world power.”  

a. While many reasons exist for why 6.02 is essential to understanding the growing international role of the United States, one reason is that students cannot fully understand 6.03 (the impact, or effects of the growing role of the U.S.) unless they possess the knowledge of which areas the U.S. became involved in and influenced.

b. By providing sufficient time, and targeted instruction, for goals 6.01 & 6.02, objective 6.03 becomes clearer to the learner.

3. When teachers across the state submit questions (per objective) for the EOC, they must keep in mind several considerations; two of these considerations are: “what is the conceptual theme in the objective?” and “what is the highest cognitive level in this objective?”  

a. The conceptual themes in 6.02 are: global influence & (indirectly) the interconnectedness of world affairs. The specific content examples are military-economic-political influence at the turn of the century. If students become proficient at recognizing areas of influence, they should be able to detect similar thematic patterns after World War II, for example. 

b. The objective’s task for students is to “Identify the areas of…”(so all questions for 6.02 will be fact-recall on the EOC since there are no cognitive levels below “knowledge”.

Note: In 6.03, students are to use the information from 6.02 and demonstrate a level of analysis in describing how U.S. policies and actions impacted the affairs of other countries (ex: Cuba.); however  application, organization, or knowledge questions can also be applied to 6.03 because they are cognitive levels below “analyzing”.

· Identifying errors: recognizing logical fallacies and other mistakes, and where possible correcting them

“Strands” are the themes that run throughout the NC SCOS Social Studies courses, and based on the national Social Studies standards.





“Essential Objectives”= while a students needs to become knowledgeable with each objective, the “essential” objectives widely regarded as the big objectives in a CG.





“Conceptual Themes”= students should be able to detect broad themes throughout history, using specific terms & events. EOC test questions are formed using these themes.





“Cognitive Level”= each objective contains one or two “tasks” for students to become proficient with; these “tasks” are at a certain cognitive level (see list in the appendix). 


While teachers structure questions in the classroom at a variety of levels, EOC test questions will never be above the highest given level by objective. 





For example, 1.02 questions cannot be “generating”, “integrating”, or “evaluating” (the three levels above “analyzing”), but can be at any level at or below “analyzing”
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
