Potential students, accompanied by a parent or guardian, were interviewed by a panel of MEC and SCC faculty and 

staff, which included Dr. Connie Haire, Mary Pittman, Todd Gibbs, Shelly Nixon, and another MEC faculty or staff member. Although 
being interviewed can be a nerve-wracking process, MEC considers it to be instrumental in determining a good fit between potential 
candidates and our program. The goal is to ensure that all students at MEC take full advantage of the multitude of opportunities that 
are presented at MEC and SCC. 
 
MEC seeks to offer available slots to students who are aware of where they are heading and what it takes to get there. Ideal  
candidates are students who are willing to ask questions and are willing to seek help whenever they face a hurdle. Understandably,  
students may change their minds about their future career and educational goals during their five years at MEC ð that is okay ð it is, 
however, extremely important to have a plan. MEC affords students the flexibility for change if students are willing to put forth the  
necessary effort to succeed. 
 
MEC expects that students will work twice as hard during their five year program. Each time a student progresses to the next grade 
level, the academics become more challenging. MEC asks that students not only make the transition from middle school to high school, 
but also begin college at the same time. It is a rigorous program, and students are not expected to make this leap all at once or solely 
on their own. However, students should anticipate the necessity of working especially hard in order to succeed. Both a strong work ethic 
and a willingness to ask for help when needed are integral parts of being a successful Macon Early College student. 
 
The interview process helps MEC to communicate to potential students and their families the expectations of Macon Early College  
students. Student success is key, and interviewing will hopefully help alleviate any headaches and potential pitfalls students may  
encounter as they progress through their five years in the program.
