READING TIPS
Here are some reading tips that will be useful to you and your child as they are learning to read:

WHEN YOU READ TO THEM:

· Make sure you point out the title and show them where it is located.

· Discuss the author and illustrator.

· Look at the pictures and discuss them before reading.

· Ask them where you should start reading.

· Have them point to the words while you read.

· Ask them to tell you what the story was about.  You can also ask them questions to help inspire a conversation about the book.

· Ask them if they can relate the book to their own life.
· Discuss the characters in the book.
WHEN THEY READ TO YOU:
· Look at the pictures and discuss them before reading.

· Make sure that they point to each word while they are reading.

· Make sure they are not distracted while reading.

· Stop in certain areas of the book and discuss what has happened so far.

· When the student is finished reading, have them tell you what the book was about.  You may need to ask questions to help them.
· Ask the student if they can relate the book to their own life.

· Discuss the characters in the book.
